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The Park Library maintains a large collection of reports, conference proceedings, articles, newsletters and other similar reference materials. These materials are collectively known as the “grey literature.” Much of this literature is indexed in a spreadsheet. The indexed material is organized around two primary sections: subject headings and sponsoring organization (see the “tabs” at the bottom of the spreadsheet).
The subject headings are based on the Park Library classification system. For example, something with the classification “ADV-RES” would full under the primary subject heading “advertising” and the secondary heading “research.” 
The sponsoring organizations come from some of the larger journalism and mass communication organizations, such as AEJMC, ASNE and the Pew Research Center.
The “grey literature” index can be used in two primary ways. First, you may browse through specific subject headings if you are looking for a general topic area, such as “advertising research.” Second, if you have specific key word in mind, such as “product placement,” you can simply search the spreadsheet for the key words. To do a key words search, select “Find” from the “Edit” menu of the spreadsheet. Excel will then locate all references to the key word. 

The grey literature is located in two places within the library: the stacks and the horizontal files. The final column of the spreadsheet contains the location of the specific material.  
Once you have found an item that you would like to review, note the subject headings, the title, and the location. The reference librarian can then pull the material with this information. Please note: not all of the grey literature has been indexed, so you may want to ask the librarian to pull the horizontal file on a general subject heading as this file may contain material that is not indexed.
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
