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RESOURCES AT THE STATE HISTORICAL SOCIETY OF WISCONSIN

The State Historical Soclety of Wisconsin has the second largest collection of newspapers
in the United States. It is a national collection spamning the period from the seventeenth
century to the present that has been developed to serve the needs of researchers not only
in Wisconsin, but throughout the world. By agreement with the University of Wisconsin,

the Society since 1901 has limited 1ts newspaper collection to materials dealing with the
area north of the Rio Grande. The holdings include titles published in each of the fifty
states, U.S. possessions, the ten Canadian provinces and two territories, plus an
assortment of military newspapers published overseas. More than 15,000 titles are
included in the collection, with Wisconsin imprints accounting for approximately 7,500 of
these. The Soclety maintains subscriptions to all Wisconsin newspapers, as well as to over
thirty other newspapers fram throughout the United States and Canada.

In addition to newspapers currently received and awaiting conversion to microfilm either
by in-house filming or by acquisition of cammercially produced microfilm, the Society's
newspaper collection consists of 11,340 bound volumes, 95,000 reels of positive and
negative microfilm, and 17,168 sheets of microprint.

The newspaper collection has a number of areas of particular strength. The collection of
Wisconsin papers, all of which are already on microfilm, has long been regarded as a
model for other states and was most recently described in Donald E. Oehlert's Guide to
Wiscéonsin Newspapers, 1833-1957 (1958). -

In addition to possessing the largest collection of colonial and early Ameriecan newspapers
west of the Appalachians, the Society has the largest collection of labor papers in the
nation. This collection was last described in the Society's Labor Papers on Microfilm: A
Combined List (1965). The labor collection's beginnings came in the late nineteenth
century at the instigation of Richard T. Ely, a labor economist and historian at the
University of Wisconsin, and grew to prominence with the assistance of John R. Commons
and his American Bureau of Industrial Research.

Other areas of the newspaper collection that have attained national inporbance are those
of radical/reform, abolitionist, military, nineteenth century religious, black, ethnic,
Native American and women's newspapers. The Soclety Library's holdings of underground
or alternative newspapers are the most extensive in the nation, surpassing even those of
the Library of Congress. Among rarities in the newspaper collection are the first black
and Native American papers, as well as the first Dutch, Spanish, Norweglan, and
Bohemian language newspapers published in the United States.

In the late 1840's, soon after the society's founding and even before it had a library
collection of any sor't the Society began to acquire newspapers from all areas of
Wisconsin. By 1856, the Society regularly received 52 publications. With the hiring of
Lyman Copeland Draper as its first secretary, the Society began a program of newspaper
collecting that extended far beyond the borders of the state. In his first year as
secretary, Draper purchased a set of Niles' National Register at auction in New York and
received files of eighteenth century Cooperstown, New York, and Philadelphia newspapers,
thus establishing a policy of collecting early Americana. The collection increased
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
