AEJMC/ATLANTA

The business meeting at this year's conference yielded a profitable session. New officers
have been elected: Judy Solberg of the University of Maryland, College Park is MCB's
new chair. Mary Jones of Michigan State University, East Lansing is the new secretary.
Dolores Jenkins continues as newsletter editor. The next two conferences will be
Washington, DC in 1995 and Anaheim, CA in 1996. Ideas have already been suggested
for panels next year. Kathy Hansen suggested a panel on the issue of accuracy and
thoroughness in electronic databases, full text or bibliographic. Lisa Beinhoff of
Syracuse University suggested that since we will be in Washington, home of the U.S.
Government Printing Office and source of the depository programs throughout
American libraries, we might explore issues of access to federal information as it
relentlessly migrates from paper to fiche to electronic formats, especially those areas of
concern to mass communications. Elizabeth Carpelan, publisher of Index to Journals in
Mass Communication ,, has agreed to be on a joint panel with some other index
producer to discuss selection criteria, quality and extent of indexing, etc. The MCB
board will approach the likes of Sage's Communication Abstracts or the University of
Western Ontario's Index to Journalism Periodicals, available both on microfiche and via
the Internet. The board welcomes other ideas for sessions and asks that you contact
Judy Solberg over the next few months if you want to suggest topics or want to
participate on a panel. Ms. Jenkins reported on a meeting with the AEJMC Publications
Committee the day previous wherein MCB has been asked to prepare a list of indexing
services that cover Journalism Quarterly, Journalism Monographs and Journalism
Educator and whether they are available electronically or via document delivery
services and options for delivery on the Internet. The former editor of Journalism
Monographs , Jim Tankard, has been involved in an elaborate indexing of persons cited,
concepts explored and other keywords in each monograph with a view to a printed
