MCB Now a Corr~rrrittee 

At the August convention in New Orleans, the AEJMC 
executive committee approved a request to change the status of 
the Mass Communication Bibliographers (MCB) from an 
interest group to a committee. MCB members were informed of 
this change in a Sepr. 29. 1999, memo from Jennifer H. McGiil 
executive director of the Association for Education in Tournalism 
and Mass Comtnunication. 

In her memo, McGill stated: "The group's officers 
requested the change in order to get a better handle on the 
reporting and programming responsibilities of interest groups, 
which the MCB had been unable to fulfill the oast couole of 
years. Committees are not required to file in-depth annual 
reports, and they are not required to do any convention 
programn~ing." 

'The change to corrlrnittee status allows MCB to maintain 
its list of members. oublish newsletters and convene a business

meeting. If the merrlbers wish, the committee may also present 
one prograrnrrling session at the annual convention. 

Frances Wilhoit Takes Leave 

All of us will profoundly miss founding member and 
former first chair of MCB. Frances Wilhoit of Indiana 
University in Bloo~ningron. she  was the guiding force behind 
the growth and reputation of our group. Frances and Eleanor 
Block first met in 1986 at the annual convention of the 
Association for Education in Journalism and Mass 
Communication at the Universitv of Oklahoma. This is when 
the association still could meet at college campuses. From that 
fir:: meetic;, a group was born. Frances had eariicr convinced 
AEJMC that such a group was needed and that they should allot 
time to us at their conve~itions. She even got a donation of $100 
from one of our first members (A1 scroggins) to start us out. She 
has always been a jour~~alisrn/communication library advocate, 
has published useful and important works and has always 
repreieneed us well.

Subscription to the list is open to all, and the focus is 
cornrrrunications issues. Presently COMLIB-L has 170 
members. Traffic (e-mail) is light for the most part. 

There are job notice postings and discussion of new 
databases. We share informarion about Web sites such as 
Communication Institute for Online Scholarship (CIOS). 
There is talk about CD-ROM products such as ComrnSearch. 
And we discuss databases that provide full-text access to 
communication journals, such as EBSCO or ProQuest. From 
tirile to time, there is debate about the lack of an authoritative 
product with a foundation of communication resources. But 
who knows what the future holds!

Jones Recruits Minority Librarians 

In 1997, Reinette F. Jones, communications librarian at the 
University of Kentucky in Lexington, was named by the Library 
Administration and Management Association (LAMA) as the 
recipient of the first LAMA Cultural Diversity Grant. Reinette 
and a team drawn from the University of Kentucky School of 
Library and Inforniation Science, the Special Libraries 
Association Kentucky Chapter, and staff at the University of 
Kentucky used the grant to support three information programs: 
a booth at the Kentucky State University Career Day, a program 
at the Kentucky Library Association Conference and a booth at 
the University of Kentucky Minority Recruitment Conference. 
The progran~s' goals are to encourage high school students and 
college undergraduates to consider a career in librarianship and 
infortnation science; to highlight Kentucky's leadership role in 
the history of African American librarianship and libraries and to 
emphasize the conimitment of LAMA and the presenters to 
diversity in the profession. 

From June 1997 to July 1998, Reinette presented a nurnber 
of state and national programs and presentations using the 
history of "Library Service to African Americans in Kentucky" as 
a foundation for an education and recruitment campaign of 
minorities into library professions. Kentucky was the first state to 
have: 

a full-service public library and Carnegie building for 
African Americans; 
an Afiican American managing a public library; 
library training program for African Americans; 
some of the first integrated libraries, beginning in 1865; 

Reinette points out that "Kentucky built the first library 
structure for African Americans and was viewed as the authority 
on library service for African Americans and on and on and on. 
All of the firsts existed for a few decades, then we fell into the 
basement as far as minorities go." 

As a result of the LAMA Cultural Diversity Grant 
campaign, former UK library employee, Rubi Simon, received a 
Spectrum Initiative Scholarship for the 1998-99 school term. 

She was accepted ar the University of South Florida, where, 
Reinette notes, she received additional financial assistance and 
very good mentoring. 

Reinette has been invited to attend ATA 2000 to give an 
overview of her grant activities and to report on how things have 
changed as a result the LAMA grant. 

Reinette was also on a six month sabbatical from June 1998 
through December 1998. During that time she continued 
researching the history of library service to African Americans in 
Kentucky. Presently, she is working on completing a book about 
the history. 'The manuscript should be ready for a publisher in 
Spring 2000. Does anyone have an inside track to a publisher?

In May, the department officially became the 
Greenlee School of Jour~lalism and Communication, in 
recognition of a gift of $9 n~illion from Robert and Diane 
Greenlee of Boulder, CO. As part of the transformation to a 
school, they are revitalizing their library resources and services.

August 4, 1999 
New Orleans, Louisiana 

The Mass Communication Bibliographers interest group 
met during the A U M C  convention in New Orleans. Among 
those present at the meeting were: Mary Murphy, Nora Paul, 
Kathleen Hansen, and Jennifer McGill, AEJMC executive 
director.
